3.The applicant should do proper soil test and suitable foundation should be selected depending upon the soil condition and the structural design should be obtained from the approved qualified Structural Engineer for construction of small bridge. The WRD, will not be held responsible for the Structural Stability, safety and soundness of the bridge proposed by the applicant and WRD specifically allowed
only for permission for construction of RCC small bridge.
