not more than 0.30 metre depth to achieve required degree of compaction for the depth of 1.500 to 1600m depending upon the existing field level. Also, the applicants should provide emergency pumping operation for the seepage water, if it is proposed to have basement floor and as well as dewatering
arrangements during flood periods.
